Volunteer Duties

The duties of volunteers at The Majestic may include but are not limited to:

e Making popcorn

e Serving popcorn and soda

e Selling tickets

e Checking tickets at the theatre entrance

e Counting patrons

e Cleaning concession area

¢ Refilling restroom supplies (soap, toilet paper, paper towels, etc)
e Sweeping and/or mopping after the movie



Volunteer Agreements

While volunteering at The Majestic IS fun, it is also essential to our business, and 45
minutes before the movie starts is when we make the money that keeps us open. We
ask that volunteers take their time with us seriously. We also have basic requirement to
help ensure your safety. Please have a representative from you group initial each line
and make sure all volunteers agree to these guidelines:

— Volunteers agree to wear appropriate clothing that permits them to work safely,
including close-toed shoes.

— All volunteers must be able to stand without assistance for at least one hour.

— The group must have at least one adult over the age of 18 and all volunteers

must be at least 14.

— All volunteers will arrive one hour before the film begins. A schedule will be

provided.

— Volunteers agree to stay until approximately 30 minutes after the last film is over
OR, if they leave when the movie starts, to return at the end of the movie to help

clean.

— Your group will need to provide 4-6 volunteers. Groups that provide fewer than 4
volunteers for any shift will forfeit a portion of their 10%.

— Volunteers agree to treat theater patrons, the management, and each other

professionally and courteously.
— Volunteers agree to handle the theatre’s cash responsibly and honestly.

— Volunteers agree not to admit anyone into a film without paying, or to give

concession food away.
— Volunteers agree to refer all problems or incidents to theatre management.
— Volunteers agree to not come in if they are sick.

— Volunteers agree to follow basic health guidelines.
